Old Business:  Nothing to report.
Fundraising/Volunteers:
*Band Festival – Marc has met with the director’s at Central and suggested to keep the band festival at one location annually.  North does offer a better site logistically (parking, band practice areas, etc.)  The date will be September 18 but site is still TBD.  Jon will contact Central’s Booster President again to start plans for this event.     
*Scrap N Swap –   To celebrate National Scrapbook Day, May 1 will be the day for the next event.  Watch for a flyer to be sent on the band website with further details.   

*Food Nights – A check from the Max and Erma’s event was received.  Uno’s would like to have members of our band play at a future food night.  Marc will call Uno’s to see if this would be possible before a date is set. 
*Scripts – Lisa M. continues to take orders.  
*Winter Guard – The girls placed 4th in the regional competition (and were competing in a higher bracket).  Jon will continue to check about the possibility of hosting a competition at North.  
*Cookie Dough/Flower Power – All cookie dough orders were due by April 13.  This is not a big fundraiser as Harmon and Lakeview kids already sold cookie dough prior to spring break.  Sam coordinated the Flower Power fundraiser (selling bulbs, flowers, etc.) and orders needed to be turned in by April 14.  He stated very few participated for the first time.  Kim suggested NOT having the Cookie Dough fundraiser next year and promoting the Flower Power one.  No decision has been made at this time.

*Concessions – Marc received a call from a representative of Coke regarding our refund check.  The check was mailed but not received as of this meeting.  Sandy fill follow up with Mr. Aprile to see if Athletics may have received our check.

*Kroger Cards – Lisa M. mentioned that Kroger cards need to be re-registered annually.  If you wish to continue to have money go into your student(s) account register for the Pickerington North Band.

*Tupperware – Paul spoke on behalf of his wife Patty who will coordinate this fundraiser again.  40% of each student’s sales will go into their band account.  Patty will present details about this fundraiser at the Rookie Camp concert on June 10.

*Instrument Bus – Jon is still working on getting the fuel leak fixed!

*Uniforms – will be turned in after each band performs at the spring concert.  They will be cleaned and returned to students for fittings/band pictures in June/July.

*Band Camp - Marc sent an email with dates for summer band rehearsals/band camp, etc.  The first event will be Rookie Camp starting on June 9 and 10.  
*Corporate Letter – At the March meeting, Guy Ingram offered to draft and send out a letter to large corporations to ask for donations for our band program.  He has sent the letter to approx. 5 companies and is awaiting a reply.  Sandy will have more information at our next meeting.

New Business:
*Diane Okel presented an opportunity for band members (16 and over) and parents to work the Sodexo Fundraiser at the Ohio State football games.  Her church (Peace United Methodist) has this booth and is in need of people to work the games.  This fundraiser can earn approximately $48 - $85 per worker for your students account.  Jon sent an email to all band members who might be interested.  This is a huge commitment and hard work!  Please let Diane know if you would be willing to work any of the games for the upcoming season.  (deo@insight.rr.com)

*Elections for next year’s Booster officers will take place at the May10 meeting. President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer Positions will all be voted on at the next meeting.  Sandy and Julee offered to be on the nomination committee along with Jon and Marc.  Jon sent out an email to all band members to announce these elections and to contact Sandy and/or Julee if you are interested to run for a position or wish to nominate someone for a position.  
*Lisa M. is serving as the Chair for the After Prom celebration.  She is looking for volunteers to help at that event.  After Prom will take place at North from 11:30 p.m. – 3:30 a.m.
