Band Festival Update for 2009:  Lisa M. is still awaiting receipts from Central’s treasurer.  She has a check ready to send upon receiving these receipts.  Lisa M. will prepare a final report on the band festival and forward that to Jon when everything is paid and her records are complete.

Band Festival Information for 2010:  Marc would like to propose that the festival be held permantely at North for logistic reasons.  Central volunteers agreed that North’s facility is easier to use for parking, bands to practice, traffic flow, etc.  Marc plans to discuss this with the district and Central’s directors.  
Florida trip information was discussed and the final payment is due November 15.  Anyone who still owes money and/or has a credit available from their child’s band account will receive an email from Lisa M.  Marc has scheduled a mandatory meeting for parents and students who are going on the trip to be held on December 10, 7 p.m. in the PAC.  He will present all of the necessary details about the trip at that time.  
Marc asked if the state finals dinner “met the goals” of those who would like to make changes in the coming year.  A few complaints were heard about sitting in the back of the commons and that the dinner was not like in the past but the decorations were great!  The question was asked if we should keep the dinner the same, have it catered or possibly move the dinner to the same night at the band awards/dance.  This will be discussed at the December meeting.  Marc would like to have the dinner on another night to keep the kids focused on their performance!  Jon is going to add a poll to the website to ask for opinions.  Another suggestion was to have pizza and salad for the kids only and charge a nominal fee ($5.00) and decorate the commons.  

Budget items discussed included the band festival and concessions (which will both change due to money owed for program advertising and items sold at our last home football game).  Unbudgeted items also discussed included pizzas and chaperone expenses for the playoff games.
Marc would like to discuss long-range plans for the 2010-2011 Senior Trip.  He would like to try to extend this trip to members of the Symphonic Band also.  He would like to talk about the 2011-2012 marching band trip so he can submit an application as soon as possible for that destination.
Genevieve discussed that Comedy Show (year two) which will be held on February 6, 2010.  She proposed that tickets cost $15.00 each (which will include “pre-show” food and the comedy show).  She would like to have each student sell 4 tickets.  The ticket sales would be split 50/50 with half going to the student account and the other half to the general fund.  Last year 296 tickets were sold and a profit of $2100 was made.  Genevieve received a great response from last year and hopes we can increase attendance/profit this year.
