Call to Order:  7:02 p.m.
Minutes:  Copies of the October 2009 minutes were distributed to everyone in attendance.  A correction was noted about the pickup dates for Scripts. Andy moved to accept the October minutes and Paul seconded.  Motion was approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Copies of the treasurer’s report were distributed to everyone in attendance.  (Reports included July 2009–June 2010 and October 15 – November 9)  Lisa M. mentioned that trip money is still coming in and that she will email those families who still owe money and those who have credits available.  Randy moved to accept the treasurer’s report and Julee seconded.  Motion was approved.

Director’s Report/Trip Information:
*Marc thanked all parents who helped to make this year’s marching band season outstanding!
*On November 14 the marching band will play at The Ohio State University’s Skull Session pre-game concert at St. John’s Arena.  No tickets are needed to attend.  The band members will report to school at 11:00 a.m. and arrive around 12:00 p.m. at OSU.  The Grove City marching band will also perform.  TBDBITL will perform around 1:30 p.m. and all students should be back at school around 4:00 p.m.  The entire uniform will be collected that day!  This includes all hats.
*The first meeting for all chaperones will be on November 16 at 7:00 p.m.  Marc will go over student assignments and the itinerary for the trip.  The second meeting for all chaperones will be December 21 at 7:00 p.m.  Airline tickets and further information will be distributed at this time.  Assistance in packing uniforms will be needed that evening.
*December 10 will be a meeting for all students and parents who are going to Florida.  That evening all garment bags must be turned in with the following items:  summer shorts, two (2) pair of black socks, band shoes, two (2) plain black t-shirts (NO WRITING ANYWHERE ON THE SHIRTS WILL BE ACCEPTABLE), and all hats (including berets for the tuba players).  Donna will be checking each garment bag and will contact students who do not have correct items. 
*There will be a practice parade march on December 12.  Time TBA. The band will be participating in parades only in Florida (Magic Kingdom and the Capital One Bowl Parade).

*December 26 equipment will be packed to be transported to Port Columbus.  Assistance will be needed to help pack that day.  
*ID’s still need to be made for all students/chaperones.  Marc will coordinate that with Rick Knapp.

*Please take time to encourage our band program with City leaders, Board of Education members, school administrators, etc.  Send emails, make phone calls, etc.  

*There will not be parade tickets for parents for the Capital One Bowl Parade.  If parents would like grandstand seating, tickets are available on ticketmaster.com  The cost is $25.00 each.  Marc suggested street seating is best as the grandstand seating area is very small.

Old Business:

*Band Festival – Lisa is awaiting payment for two more ads from the program.  Each school will profit approximately $2600 from this year’s festival.  
*Scrap N Swap – November 21 will be the date for this first event of the band season.  Time will be 9 a.m. – 11 p.m. Watch for an email with further details.
*Scripts – Lisa M. will send out an email with order/pickup dates throughout the holiday season.

*Color Guard – Winter guard will begin practices on Tuesday evenings and Saturday mornings in the next few weeks.  The girls will be competing at various events during the winter months. 

*Food Nights – Patricia has scheduled the next food night for November 18 at Max and Erma’s.  Watch for emails on upcoming food nights.   Patricia will be asking for volunteers to help her with setting up additional food nights.
*Concessions – All remaining Coke products will be returned that the athletics department does not purchase.  Sandy I. will be taking care of this.  She will be re-ordering or just purchasing Coke products for the Solo and Ensemble day.

*Trip Apparel - Darlene Knight will continue to take orders for trip apparel until November 20.
*Instrument Bus – Jon continues to work on the oil leak!  Discussion about how to handle future repairs and the badly needed paint job will be on the December meeting agenda.

*Website – Jon asked Tim to update the calendar and maintain dates of events, etc.
*Uniforms – Donna will be checking on prices to have the raincoats cleaned.  They have never been cleaned and need to be after this very rainy season!!  Donna will take care of the donation to the company who donated boxes for uniforms for our trip.  
*Kroger Cards – Marc received a call from Kroger corporate offices that all scan codes must be removed from our website.  If anyone still needs assistance to register their Kroger card so donations can be designated to the band, please contact Lisa M. 

New Business:
*Solo/Ensemble day is Saturday, February 13 at North.  Doug Lear has offered to coordinate this event for us.  He will be speaking at the December booster meeting and will be looking for volunteers to help.

*Genevieve suggested that the 2nd Comedy Night be held on Saturday, February 6, 2010.  Lots of volunteers will be needed to help make this event even more successful than last year’s!  A motion was made by Sam to have monies collected from this event from student ticket sales be split 50/50 AFTER expenses.  This would mean that 50% of tickets sold by each student would go into their student account and the other 50% would go to the general fund.   All money from tickets not sold by students will go to the general fund.  Randy seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.  Genevieve hopes to have tickets ready for distribution at the December 10 band meeting.

*Violet Township and City Council are giving Central’s band a $3,500 donation to help defray their trip(s) costs.  It was mentioned that this is due to many students who cannot afford to pay for both trips.  Many booster members present felt this was unfair as there are North students who need financial assistance to pay for their trip to Florida.  Marc checked with City Council about this issue but has received no response at this time.  Randy offered to email Jeff Fix about this matter.  He will report on his response at the next meeting.
Randy moved to adjourn.  It was seconded by Sam.  Meeting adjourned at 8:13 p.m.
