General Booster Meeting Minutes
Meeting Date:  August 9, 2010

Call to Order:  7:03 p.m.
Minutes:  Copies of the July 2010 minutes were distributed to everyone in attendance.  Addition to those minutes should include Band Nurse – Mary Larson.   Debbie moved to accept the July minutes and Crystal seconded.  Motion was approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Copies of the proposed band budget for July 2010 – June 2011 along with the treasurer’s report from July 12 – August 9 were distributed to everyone in attendance.   The executive committee met with Marc to discuss corrections to the budget prior to tonight’s vote.  Jon mentioned the following about the budget:  Even though this budget begins on July 1 band fees are collected in June.  That is reflected for both years on the budget.  Monies were increased in various categories as expenses continue to grow (such as the need for new/replace instruments).  The Charms (software package) was purchased for 3 years.  The payment is reflected on this budget and no payments will be made during the next 2 years.  The winter guard had to pay an entrance fee to compete this year.  The raincoats will be cleaned this year as they have never been cleaned!  An amount of $5000 is set aside annually toward the replacement costs for uniforms.  It is anticipated that uniforms will be replaced in the 2011-2012 band year.  Finally the books for 2009-2010 have not been closed at this time.  Jon is not sure about the actual amount of money that will carried over from last year to this year.  He will be meeting with Lisa Meglich (former treasurer) to close out last year’s books and at that time he will know that exact carry over amount.  A motion was made by Sam to accept the budget for the 2010 – 2011 band years.  Patricia seconded.  Motion was approved.

Jon also explained that the monthly treasurer’s report reflected activity during the reported time frame.  A motion was made by Patricia to accept the treasurer’s report.  Crystal seconded.  Motion was approved.

Director’s Report:
Marc discussed information about the new Charms (software) that was purchased.  He distributed “yellow” instruction sheets to everyone with the log in - “pickeringtonnband” and password – student’s last name/first initial.  He strongly advised everyone to LOG IN and make sure the student information is correct.  The band calendar information is updated through March and Marc hopes to have that all updated this week.  An email will be sent to all band members to advise that they must long into the Charms system to receive future emails, FYI’s, etc.  The website for the band will no longer have that information once everything is entered into the Charms system.   
Marc felt this year’s band camp week was AWESOME!  He was very pleased with the progress the band has made so far.  

The food drive was very successful with 1,800 items collected!  All students who participated are to be commended.

Post-band camp rehearsals will begin on August 10 in the evenings from 5:30 – 8:30 p.m.  Schedules will be adjusted as daylight lessons.  The band rehearsal for August 25 will be adjusted to everyone can attend Open House and the Freshman Orientation.  
Travel Report:

Marc announced that the band accepted an invitation to attend the Fiesta Bowl in 2011.  The fees for this trip are unknown at this time.  When the band attended in 2007 the fee was approx. $1300 per student.  The senior trip (Symphonic Band and seniors) will be approx. $200 - $250.  Marc will have more information on both trips at the September meeting.  He suggested being active in fundraising to add money to your student’s account!
Old Business:

Entertainment Books – A presentation was made at the July general booster meeting by Tim Smith of Entertain Extreme Fundraising about conducting a sale of the entertainment books.  No fees are involved on our end and participation is not required.  Students will have the books with them and not have to take orders.  A motion was made by Crystal to sell the $25.00 entertainment books and Debbie seconded.  Motion passed.  Julee will follow up with Tim Smith about starting this fundraiser after Labor Day (and possibly in early October).  The profits from this fundraiser will go into each participating student’s account.  
Junior Class “Sweet Notes” – Kim reported that the fundraiser was successful this year with a profit of $302.00.  Sweet Notes will be sold during the year before band competitions but the fundraiser will be offered to be taken over by the incoming freshman class at next year’s band camp.    
Recycle Pop Cans – The class of 2013 represented by Crystal and Pam asked if they could recycle the pop cans sold during band camp and before football games.  All profits would go toward the senior luncheon for the class of 2013.  No motion necessary.
Senior Luncheon Class of 2011 – Genevieve thanked everyone who was involved with making this year’s luncheon so successful!! 

Band Camp – Darlene had numerous food items donated for the week.  She was able to stay under budget.  She thanked everyone for their donations and help during the week!
Band Festival –   A meeting was held on Sunday, August 8 and meetings will be held weekly from now until the festival.  (7 p.m. in Central’s band room)  The Ohio University Marching 110 will not be performing at the festival due to a commitment they have on Sunday.  All but 2 trophies have been sold to band parents or those who own businesses from both bands.  Volunteers from North are needed for the 50/50 raffle and the adjucators luncheon.  An email will be sent out requesting volunteers for these positions.  An email will be going out to all band families to explain how to purchase a greeting for the festival program.  (Greetings are a way to recognize your band member in the program for $20.00)  Sam is working on new signs to be placed in the community to promote the festival.  Publicity has begun in local newspapers/TV spots.  It was suggested to have programs sold at the end of the event as many parents like to purchase them before leaving the festival.

Concessions – Randy suggested setting up a stand by the bleachers on the visitor’s side to sell “quick items” (pop, chips, candy, etc.)  at the North/Central game.  Additional workers will be needed that night to assist at that stand.
Scrap N Swap –   The next event will take place on August 14.  Information was emailed to everyone.  This event continues to be a very successful fundraiser.  Patricia Garner has offered to take over coordinating this event. 

Flower Power – Sam continues to coordinate this fundraiser.  He distributed forms to everyone during band sectionals.  The final date for orders is August 27.  The email is now working for anyone who wishes to email their orders.   Contact Sam for additional information or help with orders.

Panther Cards – Tammy is coordinating this fundraiser again this year.  This is a student driven account fundraiser and cards were distributed at the band camp concert.  If you need more cards please contact Tammy via email/phone.
Scripts – Debbie Patton has offered to take over this fundraiser.  An email was sent to all band members about purchasing scrip cards including dates of taking/delivery of orders.  All further questions should be addressed to Debbie.  
Schmidt’s – Laurie West took over this fundraiser.  Look for information from her to sign up and work future events.  Thanks to those who pitched in and worked the fair with short notice!
Tag Day – will be held at North on August 21.  Kim is the coordinator for North.  She has 31 groups of kids signed up at this time and still needs drivers.  Routes will be different this year and if you would like to drive your child let Kim know.  Food donations are going well!

New Business:
The University of Michigan marching band will be in town for the OSU/M*ch*gan game in November.  Plans are still in the works to perform in concert at North with the North and Central band.  Once plans are firmed band families will be asked to help host Michigan band members.

Genevieve asked if the shed can be cleaned out.  She was not able to easily find the backdrops and other items she needed for the senior luncheon.  It was suggested to ask the Quartermasters to help clean out the shed.  She also recommended to not store the blue coolers in there!  The question was asked about the props from the Ellis Island show and Marc will continue to check if any other schools might be doing a show similar where the props could be purchased from our band.  He will also look into “advertising” them on EBay or Craig’s List.  

The issue of lighting on the outside/inside of the shed was mentioned.  Also many parents have complained when picking up their kids late after a football game/contest show that the parking lot is dark.  Marc suggested discussing those concerns with Mrs. Goldhaber.  

It was also mentioned to remind everyone about etiquette and respect when the band(s) play at half time.  Randy was going to try to talk with the athletic booster president about this issue and ask for their cooperation.

Randy mentioned to have a table set up for drinks/snacks when the Central band comes to North for the football game.  Marc said the District may be sponsoring a “District wide” event prior to the game.  He will have more details closer to the game.  

Julee mentioned that on August 17, a fundraising meeting will be held in the Choir Room to discuss future fundraising events.  An email will be sent to all band families to attend the meeting.    

It was suggested to move future booster meetings to Tuesday night’s during the marching band season (once school begins) and this way those who choose can also attend the School Board meetings on Monday evenings.  

Show shirts will be available for students to purchase.  At this time they are not included in the band camp fee.  Marc felt many of the students do not wear the shirts and wanted to save on that expense.  Parents in attendance felt this issue should be re-visited and show shirts should be put back in the budget and students should receive them as part of the band camp fee.

Debbie mentioned that the cups used for water breaks are being recycled!  She also wants to ask local businesses to consider sponsoring water breaks at games and practices to keep the costs down on cups.  It was suggested to table this issue at this time.  
Kim moved to adjourn.  It was seconded by Crystal.    Meeting adjourned at 8:36 p.m.
