Call to Order:  7:02 p.m.

Treasurer’s Report:  Copies of the treasurer’s report were distributed to everyone in attendance. Matt reported that Rookie Camp was completed and 54 new freshmen have joined the band!  Sectionals continue each Monday evening in June and this year’s show music/drills will be more difficult!  Look for information about rehearsals for the July 4th parade!  
Old Business:

New Officers:  As of the July meeting the new executive board for the band boosters will be:  Randy West - President, Julee Eing – Vice President, Lisa Wajnryb – Secretary and Jon Brockoff - Treasurer
Band Festival – The date is Saturday, September 18 and will take place at North.   So far four bands have committed to attend the festival (plus Central and North).  The Ohio University Marching Band has been asked to perform and if bussing issues can be worked out they should be able to accept the invitation.  Logistics changes are in the works with hopefully utilizing Lakeview JH for parking, practice fields, check in, etc.  Trophy sponsorship emails will be going to all senior band members of both bands around July 4 and two weeks later they will go out to the entire band(s) members.  Ideas were suggested for the program cover to include pictures of both schools bands or a combined band picture (if possible).  Advertising contracts have begun to be distributed to local businesses.  The next committee meeting will be held on July 11, 7 p.m. at Central.  
Scrap N Swap –   The next event will take place on June 26.  A flyer was distributed to everyone on the website.  Dates for July and August have been set and more information will be emailed closer to each date.  This event has grown over the past year and continues to be a very successful fundraiser.  Patricia Garner has offered to take over coordinating this event. 

Scripts – Debbie Patton has offered to take over this fundraiser.  Look for information from her how to order scripts, etc.  
Schmidt’s – Laurie West will be taking over this fundraiser.  Look for information from her to sign up and work events.

Panther Cards are hoping to be distributed by Band Camp to all band members.  More information to follow.

A meeting was held in April to discuss possible fundraising opportunities.  It was decided that the Cheese/Sausage and Cookie Dough fundraisers will no longer be done at the high school.  
Suggestions for future fundraisers will include the Flower Sale (like was done in the spring) and the possibility of purchasing a Button Maker so buttons could be made for parents to wear during the marching season.
Julee also presented the possibility of selling Entertainment Books or a smaller version of them with coupons for various businesses around central Ohio.  She will ask a representative to come to our next meeting to discuss this issue.

A motion was presented by Kim M. to have the flower sale again the fall.  Darlene seconded and the motion passed.  Sam will be working on information for another flower sale in the fall.  The spring sale had a small amount of participation but received good response for a first time fundraiser.

New Business:
Kim M. suggested to have someone else take over the website responsibilities so Jon can concentrate on his new duties as Treasurer.  Randy is planning to work with Jon and have someone else assume this responsibility.
Lisa M. is unable to email information to parents about student accounts at this time.  The current QuickBooks software she is using needs to be upgraded for her to send these emails.  She will be mailing statements to those students who owe band fees.

Darlene K. asked how much money has been budgeted for the senior luncheon for the 2011 senior class.  $300.00 was given to the previous year’s class for their luncheon.  Lisa M. stated that nothing has been budgeted for this year and until she and Marc work on current budget issues no money can be requested.  Darlene motioned that she would like to ask for more funds since this year’s class is much larger.  Suzanne seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Darlene will be bringing up this issue at the July board meeting.

Saturday, June 19 is the annual Drum-A-Thon.  This will be held at Sears.  Everyone is encouraged to have their vehicle(s) washed, hear some music and support our drumlin.
