Call to Order:  7:01 p.m.

Minutes:  Copies of the July 2009 minutes were distributed to everyone in attendance.  Randy moved to accept the June minutes and Sandy I. seconded.  Motion was approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Copies of the treasurer’s report were distributed to everyone in attendance.  (Reports included July 2008–June 2009/July 2009–June 2010/July 14–August 10) Lisa stated that all band camp fees have been paid and that the $160 Pay to Participate Fees can be paid at North from August 10 – 14 in the main office.  Gen asked Lisa if she had received a report from Krogers.  Lisa is awaiting a report as the quarter ended on July 31.  She will update accounts with Kroger balances upon receipt of that report.  Paul moved to accept the July treasurer’s report and Sandy I. seconded.  Motion was approved.

Director’s Report:
*Travel Update:  An email will go out to make sure all names are correct for everyone attending the Florida trip.  This needs to be done for the tickets.  Approximately 177 band members, directors and chaperones are going to Florida.  If you know of anyone who would like to chaperone please let Matt know.  There will be a meeting on Tuesday, August 18 in the band room at 7 p.m. for everyone interested to chaperone on the busses and for Florida.  
*A booster member asked if an itemized list is provided about all of the trip fees, expenses, etc.  Lisa M. will have all of that information after all trip fees have been paid.
Old Business:

*Letter to School Board – Lisa Meglich received a call from Lori Saunders (from the

  School Board) to discuss the Pay to Participate fee concerns from this letter.  Lisa 

  discussed information with those present.  Band fees of $160.00 must be paid before the

  first performance and can be paid either at the District Office or at North.  Marc posted

  a copy of the letter on his web page with all of the details for payment.  Lisa was told that

  the fees were broken down to:  $40.00 for uniform replacement and $120.00 for travel,

  instruments, supplemental contracts, etc.  She is hoping to have more information for any

  parents who ask about the distribution of these fees at an upcoming meeting.

*Practice Tower Logo – Genevieve is hoping to get the measurements and to have this

  completed before school starts.  She would also like a new sign for the band bus.
*Band Festival – Volunteers from North and Central have been meeting every Wednesday night  
  to help with plans for this year’s festival.  Jon sent another email out for anyone who might like

  to volunteer to contact specific chairpersons.  Look for an email about “Greetings” that

  can be put in the program by parents, grandparents, siblings, etc.    
*Tag Day – is scheduled for Saturday, August 22 at Central.  A good response was received for  

  drivers and food donations but the need for drivers and more food would be welcome.  

  Calendars will be given out for all donations.     

*Band T-Shirt Design:  5 designs were submitted by members of the band.  Darlene will advise

  when the show shirts will be distributed.

*Apparel – all apparel has been ordered and will be distributed in the near future.

*Panther Cards – have been distributed and if anyone needs more please let Tammy know.   

  The cards are $5.00 each.  This is a very easy fundraiser and a portion of the sales go into your

  student’s account. 
*Schmidt’s – an email has gone out from Lyn with a response of 55 families to help out.  There

  has only been 3 events to work so far this year as there are not as many as in previous years.   

*Yard Sale - the new date is set for Saturday, August 29.  Donations are still being accepted.
   Lots of volunteers will be needed to help sort, clean, and set up all of the donations.  Watch
   for future emails.  The time for the yard sale will be 8 a.m. – 3 p.m.  For those requesting a

   donation forms for tax purposes please ask Gen or Lisa M.

*Scrap N Swap – new date TBD for September.
*Concessions – Sandy will send out an email to ask for volunteers to finish cleaning out our
  booth by the stadium.  She will also be asking for volunteers to work on football Friday nights!

  A donation of a refrigerator has been made to the band!

*Scripts – It was suggested to send an email reminder about the script cards and dates they

  will be ready for pickup.

*Food Nights – Patricia will be scheduling Food Nights for the 2009-2010 year.  It was 

  suggested to try to have 2 a month.  Gen also talked with Uno’s about making some type

  of card to use that would give 10% of a person’s bill to the band.  She will have more details

  available. 
*Cheese/Sausage – this fundraiser takes place in mid-September.  100% of sales go directly

  to the student’s account.

*Uniforms – Donna reported that all uniforms are done!  The garment bags are on back order
  and should arrive by the end of August.  She will distribute them upon receipt.  If a payment

  was not made for the garment bag it was not ordered.

New Business:

*Julee asked about fundraiser money and does it go in a fund for the class who held the fundraiser (such as the sweet notes for the sophomore class) or does it go to the general fund?    Lisa M. stated this should be a budget item.  Susan stated that if money from the senior luncheon
(boosters give $200 toward the luncheon and parents pay a specific amount TBD annually) it should go to the general fund.  A motion was made by Randy to have any monies raised (such as the sweet notes, car wash, etc.) by a specific class should be set aside for that class to use as they choose.  Patricia seconded the motion.  At this time the motion has been tabled.  Further discussion with Marc needs to take place before a final decision should be voted on.

Note:  All fundraisers need to be approved by the Executive Board and where the money raised is going to (student accounts, specific class, etc.)  This issue will be discussed at the next Executive Board meeting and presented to everyone at the General Board Meeting.
*Paul talked with Max and Erma’s about having our Jazz Band(s) perform at the Pickerington location.  He is going to refer this information to Marc for a decision.
*Those families who need financial assistance for band fees, trip fees, etc. will need to discuss this with Marc.  

*Susan thanked all volunteers who helped with the 2009 Senior Luncheon!

Lyn moved to adjourn.  It was seconded by Sandy I.  Meeting adjourned at 8:14 p.m.
