Call to Order:  7:03 p.m.
Minutes:  Copies of the September 2009 minutes were distributed to everyone in attendance.  Kim M. moved to accept the August minutes and Sandy I. seconded.  Motion was approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Copies of the treasurer’s report were distributed to everyone in attendance.  (Reports included July 2009–June 2010 and September 9 – October 14)  Randy moved to accept the August treasurer’s report and Sandy I. seconded.  Motion was approved.

Director’s Report:
*Upcoming band competitions include Teays Valley on October 17 and Bloom Carroll on October 24.  The band will compete at the State competition on October 31 at 9 p.m. at Dublin Coffman High School.  The performance time is tentative at this time.

*Marc extended a thank you to all parents who volunteered their time for this year’s Band Festival and to the uniform crew for a great job!

*Auditions for concert band seating will begin on October 20 and 21 and continue through October 27 and 28.

*Students are encouraged to take a solo or participate in an ensemble on February 13, 2010.
*The final payment for the Florida trip is past due (as it was due on October 10).  Marc is about to lock in room prices, flight group and chaperones.  He will be providing updated information soon and will schedule a mandatory meeting for all students/parents who are attending the trip.

*There will be a practice parade march in December which Marc will arrange. The band will be participating in parades only in Florida (Magic Kingdom and the Capital One Bowl Parade).

*March is still checking on tickets for parents for the Capital One Bowl Parade

*REMINDER:  If your child leaves early for Florida there is no price reduction for their trip.

Darlene Knight showed travel apparel items that can be purchased.  T-shirts, hoodies, polo shirts, etc. were on display.  Darlene has order forms and she will be taking orders until November 20.  

Prices for items are on the order form.

Old Business:

*Band Festival – Lisa is awaiting payment for two more ads from the program.  Each school will profit approximately $2600 from this year’s festival.  
*Panther Cards – This was our best year ever for selling Panther Cards.  As of tonight’s meeting 1,724 cards have been sold!!
*Chaperones – Julee requested that chaperones ONLY ride the bus (such as a parent or guardian).  There was a problem with other family members being on the bus.  If any chaperone has a problem with non family members wanting to ride the bus they need to contact Marc for him to handle the situation.  
*Scrap N Swap – Looking at November 21!  Watch for an email.
*Scripts – It was suggested to send an email reminder about the script cards and dates they

  will be ready for pickup.  (The 2nd and 4th Monday are pick up dates)
*Food Nights – Patricia has scheduled food nights for September 15 at Pizzeria of New York and on November 18 at Max and Erma’s.  Watch for emails on upcoming food nights.   Patricia will be asking for volunteers to help her with setting up additional food nights.
*Cheese/Sausage – Approximately $420.00 of merchandise was sold by the high school.  This money will go directly to student’s accounts.
*Uniforms – Donna asked if the band would send the company who donated boxes for our uniforms a $25.00 gift card.  The motion was moved by Randy and seconded by Sandy I.  Motion was approved.  Lisa M. mentioned she had a gift card at home from Scripts to give to Donna.    

New Business:
*November 7 is the tentative date for the 2nd Annual Band awards, video, dance and parent reception.  The alternate date is November 6.  More information TBA.
*Chaperone room rates were discussed at the Executive Board meeting.  Chaperones are charged the quad rate but the Boosters will add any money for a double room if they would prefer that option.  Randy made the motion to accept this change in room rates for chaperones (if interested).  Sandy I. seconded.  Motion was approved.

*Suggestions were discussed about the annual States Dinner.  Sandy I. and Kim M. have checked into having the dinner catered for the entire band.  This was every section will enjoy an “equal” celebration.  Prices could range from $3 - $8 per person.  The goal is to come together as one band!  Marc was concerned if this could be done in a two week time frame.  He would like to see this done in the future.  It was determined that starting next year (2010) this type of celebration would be arranged.  Plans will begin in the early summer after we know how many kids will be in marching band.  Kim will be sending out an email to request donations and volunteers to help with decorations for all sections.  She would like to see all of the tables decorated the same.

*Genevieve will be sending out an email to ask for people to help on a Publicity Committee for upcoming fundraising events.  These people will work with her and Lisa W. to help “get the word out” about these events for the band.

*Violet Township and City Council are giving Central’s band a $3,500 donation to help defray their trip(s) costs.  It was mentioned that this is due to many students who cannot afford to pay for both trips.  Many booster members present felt this was unfair as there are North students who need financial assistance to pay for their trip to Florida.  A letter needs to be drafted to approach City Council to assist our band.  Marc offered to check into this issue further.

*Tammy S. received an email from The Weinzierl Agency (Nationwide Insurance).  Their employees would like to help give back to the community by sponsoring a raffle of gift cards to help both North and Central’s bands.  Details were outlined in the email.  Tammy moved to accept this motion with stipulations set by the Executive Board to help North’s band.  Sandy I. seconded.  Motion was approved.  Tammy will contact the Weinzierl Agency with our decision.

*A letter of appreciation was received by Brandi Carrier.  She offered her thanks to the Boosters for their financial assistance for her trip to Florida.  Due to her brother returning from the Air Force during the time of the trip she has decided to decline the financial offer.

Randy moved to adjourn.  It was seconded by Sandy I.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
