Call to Order:  7:08 p.m.

Minutes:  Copies of the August 2009 minutes were distributed to everyone in attendance.  Kim M. moved to accept the August minutes and Darlene. seconded.  Motion was approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Copies of the treasurer’s report were distributed to everyone in attendance.  (Reports included July 2009–June 2010and August 11 – September 8) Lisa stated that all band camp fees have been paid.   Lisa received a report from Kroger’s as the quarter ended on July 31 and she will send this information out on upcoming student band statements.  Money has been given to Lisa for the Band Festival, Concessions, Class of 2013 – Car Wash, Tag Day (where approx. $200 as come in since August 22) and our 1st Yard Sale (which brought in a profit of $2800)!  Sam moved to accept the August treasurer’s report and Sandy I. seconded.  Motion was approved.

Director’s Report:
*Tonight is a meeting for beginning band parents.  The middle school kids will start band on September 28.  The kids attending Tollgate will go to Harmon for their band instruction.  

*The marching band continues to work on the 3rd and 4th sections of their contest show.  They are working hard to prepare for the upcoming Band Festival on September 19.  Thursday evening rehearsals have been moved to 6 p.m. start time to allow for the cross country members to participate. 
*No new travel information at this time.  Chaperones have the option to pay more for their own rooms in Florida instead of sharing.  Parents have expressed concern about not knowing the flight times for the kids.  They will be on early AM flights – times TBA.   
*Marc and Matt want to thank all of the parents and students who have helped on the Tag Day and Yard Sale fundraisers!

Old Business:

*Letter to School Board – Jon received a response to our letter but our concerns were not really addressed.  He discussed this information in the Executive Meeting and also wanted to share this information about the ($160) Pay to Participate Fees which are broken down to:  $40.00 for uniform replacement and $120.00 for travel, instruments, supplemental contracts, etc.  Marc is going to follow up with the Treasurer about uniform details asking if there will be money available to purchase new uniforms in 2-3 years.
*Band Festival – Volunteers from North and Central continue to meet every Wednesday night  
  to help with plans for this year’s festival.  Jon sent another email out for anyone who might like

  to volunteer to contact specific chairpersons.      
*Tag Day – Was held on August 22 and over $15,000 was collected by band members of Central and North.  North has received approx. $200 more in donations from “tags” left on doors of people who were not home.  Profits from Tag Day will be split between both schools.
*Panther Cards – have been distributed and Tammy needs back any that have not been sold.  

  The cards are $5.00 each.  This is a very easy fundraiser and a portion of the sales go into your

  student’s account.    
*Yard Sale – Genevieve thanked everyone who helped to make this fundraiser so successful.  What a busy but profitable day and we made $2800! 

*Chaperones – Julee does NOT need any more chaperons for the game at Crew stadium.  She will welcome more for future away games/competitions.
*Scrap N Swap – new date TBD for November.  Watch for an email.
*Scripts – It was suggested to send an email reminder about the script cards and dates they

  will be ready for pickup.

*Food Nights – Patricia has scheduled food nights for September 15 at Pizzeria of New York and on November 18 at Max and Erma’s.  Watch for emails on upcoming food nights.  
*Cheese/Sausage – this fundraiser takes place in mid-September.  100% of sales go directly

  to the student’s account.

*Uniforms – The garment bags are on back order and should arrive by the end of September.  Donna will distribute them upon receipt.  

*Instrument Bus – a lock is going to be installed and the broken window and fuel leak are going to be repaired.
*At the August 10 meeting, Julee asked about fundraiser money and does it go in a fund for the class who held the fundraiser (such as the Sweet Notes for the sophomore class) or does it go to the general fund?  Jon discussed this information with Marc at the Executive Board Meeting on September 8.  Marc was fine with this decision as long as the Executive Board is given the information prior to the fundraiser taking place.  Such fundraisers need to be discussed with Genevieve and she will share that with the Executive Board.  It was suggested that said fundraiser needs to be advertised for the specific class (example – Car Wash sponsored by the Freshman Class of 2013).  A new motion was made by Randy to have any monies raised by a specific class should be set aside for that class to use as they choose.  Sandy I. seconded the motion.  Motion was approved.
*Susan stated that if money from the senior luncheon (boosters give $200 toward the luncheon and parents pay a specific amount TBD annually) it should go to the general fund.  Lisa M. stated that “left over” money does go to the general fund.

New Business:
*Genevieve mentioned the possibility of a new fundraiser from Spring Hill Bulbs.  Sam tried to find out further details for this fundraiser for the spring of 2010.  Spring Hill sells planting materials and we would make 40% profit on the sales.  This would be a student account fundraiser.  More information will be available.

*Jon received an email from a person from Grove City’s (former) band who offers to take video of performances, practices, etc. and sells them.  The cost is depending upon what events video is taken.  Since many of our parents take video, pictures, etc. at performances, competitions, etc. there was no interest in this person’s services.

*Genevieve will be sending out an email to ask for people to help on a Publicity Committee for upcoming fundraising events.  These people will work with her and Lisa W. to help “get the word out” about these events for the band.

Randy moved to adjourn.  It was seconded by Sandy I.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
